What is God’s Holiness 
 
Isaiah 6:3 
 
For God to be holy means that His perfections set Him infinitely above everything else. 
Isaiah 40:25 
 
“God’s holiness … is the expression for his perfections of being which transcends everything       
creaturely.”  TDNT 1:91 
 
 
 
What perfections set God infinitely above everything else? 
 
God is Eternal (Psa 90:2) 
God is Creator (Gen 1:1) 
God is Massive (Jer 23:24) 
God is Sovereign (Eph 1:11) 
God is All-Powerful (Isa 40:26) 
God is All-Knowing (Psa 147:5) 
God is Joyful (1 Tim 1:11) 
God is Just (Deut 32:3-4) 
God is Love (Rom 5:8) 
 
 
 
How should we respond to God’s holiness? 
 
I Peter 1:14-16 
 
Being holy means being so captured by God’s 
perfections that we set Him above everything 
else in our hearts. 
 
Come to the Cross — to be forgiven and 
 changed. 
Pray over God’s Word — to see who He is. 
Obey God’s Word — to get more of Him.
