What to pray for:

Let me hear in the morning of your steadfast love, for in you I trust. Make me know the way I should go, 

for to you I lift up my soul. (Psalm 143:8) 
 

You make known to me the path of life. (Psalm 16:11) 
 

While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, "Set apart for me  

Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them."  (Acts 13:2 ) 
 

And call upon me in the day of trouble; I will deliver you, and you shall glorify me." (Psalm 50:15)
